The fiscal year 2006 NSF budget request for the National Nanotechnology Initiative has increased to approximately $344 million.   Participating directorates includes Biological Sciences (BIO), Computer and Information Science & Engineering (CISE), Engineering (ENG), Geosciences, Mathematical and Physical Sciences (MPS), Social, Behavioral and Economic Sciences (SBE), and Education and Human Resources (EHR).  NSF supports nanoscale science and engineering in FY 2006 through 

-  Competitive awards via existing (core) programs in the research and education directorates, 

-  Competitive awards in via the FY 2006 "Active Nanostructures and Nanosystems" (NSF 05-610; program solicitation sponsored by the ENG and SBE Directorates)  

-  Continuing support for awards made in previous fiscal years for individual investigators, groups, centers, and user facilities,

-  The Small Business Innovative Research (SBIR) / Small Technology Transfer Research (STTR).
