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The integrity of the COV mechanism rests, in a large measure, on the selection of credible,
independent experts who are able to provide balanced and impartial assessments to NSF.

The COV represented a broad segment of the STEM education and diversity community
including geoscience practitioners (atmospheric, earth, ocean and polar), a social scientist and a
university administrator. Organizations represented included a 2yr college, traditional 4yr
institutions (including an R1 and an HBCU) as well as the federal government (NOAA). The
committee membership was comprised of 57% female, 43% male, and 43% underrepresented
(one Hispanic and three African-American).

Dr. Berry Lyons served as COV chair. The COV will provide a report on the findings and
recommendations of the COV panel at the October 2017 AC-GEO meeting.
