Chinese Premier Wen Jiabao called for changes in education bureaucracy, a problem that plagues China's education development. Wen said he hopes that the administrative rankings of colleges will be removed during his on-line chat with Internet users around the country and overseas at www.gov.cn.
Wen said another way to boost education development is to have schools run by educators. He defined "educators" to be those who love to teach and know how to teach, and those who have been teachers for their entire lives.
Wen said if the head of a school is changing every two or three years, that school could never be excellent. He announced that China has made a mid- and long-term outline for education reform and development which gives priority to reducing academic workload of students so that they can develop in an all-around way.

Chinese Premier Wen Jiabao called for scientific innovation to help China cope with the global economic downturn and serve as an impetus to realize lasting economic prosperity.
Wen said greater efforts should be made to embrace global scientific and technological development and build China into an innovation-driven economy. Independent innovation should always play a key part in economic restructuring and transformation of China’s development pattern.
Efforts should be made to achieve scientific breakthroughs on issues related to people's living standards, national security and competitive power. He also called for intensified efforts to develop new emerging industries such as new energy resources, information and the Internet as well as life sciences.
Wen underlined the importance of training scientific talents to provide support for the country's modernization drive.

China reported 384 million Internet users by the end of 2009, up 28.9 percent, or 86 million, from  the previous year, according to a report from the China Internet Network Information Center (CINIC).

Internet users surfing through cell phones increased by 120 million to top 233 million, about 60.8 percent of the total Internet population. 
Internet users in the rural areas hit 106.81 million in 2009, up 26.3 percent year from previous year, who accounted for 27.8 percent of the total Internet users. 

The 384 million Internet users are about one third of China's 1.3 billion population.

The Chinese Academy of Social Sciences (CASS) announced China's six top archaeological discoveries in 2009, including the discoveries of ruins of ancient paper-making workshops and the tomb of Chinese legendary general Cao Cao.

Other discoveries are:

---The Lower Xiajiadian site of an ancient civilization (2200-1100 B.C.) in Chifeng city in Inner Mongolia; 
---The Neolithic ruins at Dongshan Village in Zhangjiagang, Jiangsu Province; 
---The ruins of a city in Western Zhou Dynasty (1046-771 B.C.) in Chenzhuang Village in Gaoqing County, Shandong Province; 
---The Lu-Clan burial grounds of Northern Song Dynasty at Wulitou in Lantian County, Shaanxi Province.
The top discoveries in 2009 were announced at the CASS Archaeology Forum, an annual academic forum on modern Chinese archaeology held since 2002. The forum was jointly organized by the CASS, the Institute of Archaeology CASS and the Archaeology Press. The Forum, a platform for the exchange of information on the latest archaeological discoveries and developments in China, was established with the aim of encouraging academic exchange and promoting the development of modern Chinese archaeology as a profession, according to Wang Wei, head of the CASS Institute of Archaeology.
