Effective March 7, 2014, awards made to international organizations are subject to the 
International Terms and Conditions (IRTC) dated 3/14.  Unless otherwise noted in a 
specific article, the IRTC applies to all new NSF grants and funding amendments to 
existing NSF grants awarded to international organizations on or after March 7, 2014.

• Whistleblower Protection, Article 33 is a new article that notifies awardees of the 

applicability of a Federal statute which imposes notification requirements relating to 
whistleblower protection.
