Read the Program Announcement, Inventory List, and these instructions carefully before completing the forms.



IMPORTANT:  Deadline dates relevant to the NSF Graduate Research Fellowship Program are stipulated below and on the Inventory List.  These dates have been established to allow for the orderly processing and review of applications and for timely notification to fellowship candidates of the disposition of their applications.  It is therefore of the utmost importance that these deadlines be met.  Since a postmark date is required, applicants may wish to obtain a record of the mailing date by requesting a “Certificate of Mailing” from the post office.  Applicants should retain copies of materials they submit.



The information requested on the application materials is solicited pursuant to the National Science Foundation Act of 1950, as amended, and is of three types.  Information related to citizenship, ethnic minority group status (to determine eligibility for NSF Minority Graduate Fellowships), field of study, and prior educational experience is used to determine the eligibility of applicants to apply in these competitions.  Personal data, such as Social Security Number and date of birth, are used in correlating application materials, transcripts, and Graduate Record Examination (GRE) scores, particularly for applicants with similar names.  The remaining information, such as course grades, honors received, statements of study and career plans, and educational background, assists reviewers in evaluating the qualifications of applicants for fellowships.  The information you supply will be used and disclosed only in connection with the selection of NSF Fellows and the administration of NSF Fellowships; this information will not be disclosed for any other purpose, except as part of statistical reports in a form which would not allow identification of individual applicants.  Although provision of any of the requested information is voluntary, failure to provide full and complete information necessary for eligibility determination or for evaluation of qualifications may reduce the possibility of your receiving a fellowship award.



Persons eligible to apply in both the NSF Graduate Fellowship competition and the NSF Minority Graduate Fellowship competition, and who choose to apply in both, should submit only one set of application materials to be used in both competitions.



All application materials must be typed or legibly printed.  Photocopies or excessively small or indistinct computer print-outs should not be submitted.  Type size should be no smaller than 10-point.  The formatting, order of questions, and specific wording on these application forms may not be changed.



The applicant's name and Social Security Number must be on all additional sheets required to complete any of the forms.  Application forms of an earlier year, those used in other National Science Foundation programs, or for programs not affiliated with the National Science Foundation, may not be used.



Papers submitted in support of an application will not be returned to the applicant.

PROPOSED PLAN OF STUDY OR RESEARCH FORM  (NSF Form 306):  The Proposed Plan of Study or Research Form must be completed by all applicants in accordance with the instructions on the form.  The initial plan may be modified after consultation with the adviser with whom the applicant will be associated as a Fellow.  Duplicate this form if an additional page is necessary.



PREVIOUS RESEARCH EXPERIENCE FORM  (NSF Form 1259):  All applicants must complete this form in accordance with the instructions included thereon.  Duplicate this form if an additional page is necessary.



COURSE REPORT FORM  (NSF Form 310):  Course Reports are important to the evaluation of your application.  When completed according to the instructions outlined below, they enable the evaluators of your application to see clearly the courses you have taken and the grades you have received in your major field separate from those in supporting fields.



Before filling out the Course Report Forms, read carefully the instructions that follow.  The six columns on the Course Report sheets are to be completed according to the information requested at the top of each column.



Use a separate Course Report Form for each Educational Institution attended.



List chronologically undergraduate courses applied toward your bachelor's degree, beginning with your freshman year, in the following order:  1. Undergraduate courses in your major field on one (or more if needed) Course Report sheet; 2. All other undergraduate courses on sheets separate from your major courses.  Do not include in your undergraduate list any courses which may have been, or will be, taken prior to receipt of your baccalaureate degree to satisfy requirements for a graduate degree (see next paragraph).

List postbaccalaureate courses chronologically on separate Course Report sheets in the following order:  1. Graduate courses in your major field which have been, or will be during the current academic year, applied toward a graduate degree;  2. All other graduate courses which have been, or will be during the current academic year, applied toward a graduate degree; include in your graduate list any courses which have been, or will be, taken prior to receipt of your baccalaureate degree to satisfy requirements for a graduate degree; identify these courses with a footnote;  3. All unclassified postbaccalaureate courses in any field--i.e., those courses not applied toward a graduate degree.   Duplicate this form if additional pages are necessary.



TRANSCRIPT REQUEST FORM (NSF Form 316):  All applicants must submit complete official transcripts of their college academic records, undergraduate and graduate, excluding fall 1996.  Only one copy of each transcript is required.  Individuals using the FastLane for application submission may obtain a copy of the Transcript Request Form via STIS.  Duplicate copies of this form as required and submit to the appropriate registrar.  Note: The fall 1996 transcript can be submitted when available.



UNDERGRADUATE GPA FORM  (NSF Form 314):  The Undergraduate GPA (Grade Point Average) Form must be submitted to the registrar of the institution from which you received, or expect to receive, your bachelor's degree, even if your university cannot provide the information requested.  After you complete the applicant's portion of the form, submit it to the registrar along with your transcript request.



REFERENCE REPORT FORM  (NSF Form 299):  Should be received by ORAU no later than December 12, 1996.



1. It is suggested that applicants submit four (4) Reference Report Forms.  Scientists or faculty members who have current knowledge of the applicant's academic and/or professional experience and ability should be selected as referees, since they will be able to give meaningful answers to the questions asked.  NSF suggests that at least two of the four should be persons with whom the applicant has worked in his/her present (or most recent) department, including the thesis adviser if possible.



2. All Reference Reports should be received at ORAU no later than December 12, 1996.  Each applicant should enter on the report forms his/her name, provide the referee with self-addressed, return envelopes, and ensure that the completed reports are returned in time to be submitted with the rest of the fellowship application materials, or sent directly by the referee to arrive at ORAU by the December 12,1996 receipt date.



3. If the applicant has applied before and finds it necessary to use some of the same referees, the applicant should request the referees to prepare new reports.  In most cases they will be able to provide additional and more up-to-date information concerning the ability and training of the applicant.  Reference Reports submitted for a prior year's application cannot be transferred to a current application.



4. Only the NSF Reference Report Form should be used for an NSF Graduate Research Fellowship application.  The student reference statements on file at colleges and universities will not be accepted in lieu of the NSF Reference Report Form.

Before filling out the Application Form, read the Program Announcement carefully to determine your eligibility to apply for an NSF Graduate Research Fellowship.  Be sure that you meet the eligibility requirements before you apply.



Note:  Failure to complete and submit all three pages of the Application Form in the same envelope may delay the processing of your application.



1.	Major field of specialization:  Select only one major field.  Reference: “Fields of Specialization” in the Program Announcement.



2.	Specialized field(s) within major field:  From the “Fields of Specialization” list, select your proposed field and enter the code number and name on the designated line.  If the “other” category is applicable, list the appropriate “other” code number and enter the name of your specialized field.  Women in Engineering and Computer and Information Science award:  For purposes of evaluation, only those fields listed under “Engineering” or “Computer and Information Science and Engineering” on the “Fields of Specialization” list will be regarded as engineering or computer science fields; all women who apply in one of those fields will automatically be considered for a Women in Engineering and Computer and Information Science award.



3.	Multidisciplinary programs:  If your graduate program is multidisciplinary, indicate your primary field of study and the percent of effort in your overall program.  Likewise, indicate your other or secondary fields and the percent of effort.  Refer to the “Fields of Specialization.”  If a field is not contained in this list, please list the field and the percent of effort.



4.	Degree goal:  Enter the name of the highest level degree toward which you expect to work while on your proposed fellowship tenure.  For example, if two years of your fellowship tenure are spent in earning a master’s degree and one year of your tenure on a PhD program, list the PhD as your ultimate degree goal.



5.	Educational institution chosen:  Select carefully the institution you wish to attend.  List only one.  You need not have been accepted at your chosen institution before listing its name on this form.  If, after submitting the application, you decide to change the institution you wish to attend, notify ORAU immediately in writing.  Also list your chosen department within the institution.



6.	Location of institution:  Include the city and state or country.  Do not abbreviate.



7.	Proposed starting date of fellowship:  Recipients may begin fellowship tenure in the summer of 1997 but must begin tenure no later than the beginning of the 1997 fall term.  For the date, use the “mm/yy” format.



8.	Colleges or universities attended:  Starting with the current or most recent college/university (including its location), indicate the beginning and ending date attending, degree awarded or expected and date, and the major field of study.  For dates, use the “mm/yy” format.



9.	Current enrollment:  If currently enrolled in a college/university, indicate whether full-time or part-time.  Also indicate the level whether undergraduate, graduate, or postbaccalaureate.  If you are not currently enrolled, indicate your present occupation or profession.



10.	This question refers to graduate study in all fields of science, mathematics, and engineering.



11.	This question refers to all advanced degrees earned in a field supported by the NSF since October 1, 1986.



12.	Indicate any earned medical degree such as MD, DDS, or DVM.

13.	Refers to enrollment in a five-year joint baccalaureate-master's degree program.



14.	Information regarding the GRE test(s) you took or plan to take will facilitate reporting of your scores by ETS for purposes of evaluation in this program.  (See GRE Information Sheet.)  Indicate whether you have or have not taken the GRE General Test and indicate the date on which you took or plan to take the test.  Indicate whether you have or have not taken a GRE Subject Test, provide the name of the test and the date on which you took or plan to take the test.  For the dates, use the “mm/yy” format.



15.	Number of graduate hours you have completed since receipt of your last bachelor's degree:  List the institution and number of graduate hours (including course work, research, seminars, and independent study) completed since October 1, 1986.  Include only work supported by this program.  Read carefully the “Eligibility” section in the Program Announcement before answering this question.  For the dates, use the “mm/yy” format.



16.	Individuals chosen to submit Reference Reports:  Choose faculty members, scientists, or engineers whose knowledge of your academic and/or professional experience and ability is current.  NSF suggests that at least two should be persons with whom you have worked in your present (or most recent) department.  It is desirable to have the consent of each referee before his or her name is entered on the application.  Inform each referee that you will give him or her an NSF Reference Report Form to complete.  Reference Reports must be received at ORAU no later than December 12, 1996.



17.	Language knowledge:  What is your native tongue?



18.	List other languages, and indicate your reading, speaking, understanding and writing knowledge of each.



19.	List all fellowships, scholarships, teaching and other positions relevant to your field held since entering college/university.  Begin with the most recent position/scholarship.



20.	List all academic honors you have received relevant to your major field of study.



21.	Relate the objectives of your educational program to your long-range goals.  In what ways are your educational goals relevant to your professional goals?  Attach an additional sheet if necessary.  Be sure to include your name and Social Security Number if you attach an additional sheet.



22.	Describe any educational and personal experience you consider relevant to the objectives and goals previously stated in your educational program and to your Proposed Plan of Study or Research.  Include volunteer and extracurricular activities and work experience you consider applicable.  Attach an additional sheet if necessary. GRE INFORMATION FOR 1997 NSF GRADUATE RESEARCH FELLOWSHIP APPLICANTS



Scores from the Graduate Record Examinations (GRE), administered by the Educational Testing Service (ETS), are a highly important part of the fellowship application; an application reviewed without GRE scores is at a disadvantage in the evaluation process.  All NSF Graduate Research Fellowship applicants are expected to take the GRE General Test.  In addition, all applicants should take the GRE Subject Test in the science or engineering field most closely related to their chosen area of graduate study.  However, if there is not a Subject Test related to the chosen area of graduate study, an applicant may take a Subject Test in the field of his/her undergraduate major.  If no Subject Test score will be submitted, the applicant should write a letter of justification which will be placed in the applicant’s file.  This letter should be on a separate sheet of paper and submitted with the NSF Application Form.



GRE Test Date Scheduled for NSF Graduate Research Fellowship Applicants:  December 14, 1996.  If you have not taken the tests since October 1, 1991, or wish to take them again, you should register for the tests to be given on December 14, 1996.  Scores from tests taken later than December 14 are unlikely to be available for evaluation panel use.  If you have taken the tests on or after October 1, 1991, you need not take them again unless you so desire.  Under ETS policy, all of your other scores in the GRE data base from tests administered since October 1, 1991 will be reported to Oak Ridge Associated Universities (ORAU) with the December 14 scores.



Deadline for Receipt of GRE Registration Form at ETS:  November 8, 1996.  Registration forms received after this date will not be accepted by ETS.  Registration forms should be mailed well in advance of November 8 to ensure timely receipt at ETS and to ensure available seating at the desired test center.  ETS will not guarantee seating for the General Test.  Print the letters “NSF” conspicuously in the lower left corner of the front of your GRE registration envelope.



How to Obtain GRE Information Bulletins and Test Registration Forms:  You are responsible for obtaining your own GRE Information Bulletin and Registration Form either on your campus, or directly from the Educational Testing Service, P.O. Box 6000, Princeton, New Jersey 08541-6000, telephone (609) 771-7670, fax (609) 771-7906.  Complete test instructions are given in the Information Bulletin.



Payment of Test Fees:  NSF will pay test fees for NSF Graduate Research Fellowship applicants who register for the December 14, 1996 paper-and-pencil GRE test administration, provided that the applicant has met the ETS registration deadline for the December 14 test (see above).  However, the following condition is imposed on the reporting of December 14, 1996 GRE scores when the test fee is paid by NSF:  Prior to June 1, 1997 these scores will be reported only to Oak Ridge Associated Universities for the NSF Graduate Research Fellowship Program, to the fellowship applicant, and to the applicant’s undergraduate institution.  Exception:  If you are an applicant in the NSF Graduate Research Fellowship Program and an applicant in the Hughes Predoctoral Fellowship Program, your GRE scores will be reported to both programs and the test fees shared by the National Science Foundation and the Howard Hughes Medical Institute.  In either case, if you want to have your December 14 GRE scores sent elsewhere (e.g., graduate institutions and other fellowship programs) before June 1, 1997, you must pay ETS the appropriate test fees.  NSF payment of GRE test fees may be requested by completing the NSF GRE Candidate Identification Form and submitting it to ETS with the GRE Registration Form, as described above.



Reporting of GRE Scores:  All NSF Graduate Research Fellowship applicant scores from tests administered between October 1, 1991 and December 14, 1996 in the ETS data base will be reported directly to ORAU, provided that the applicant has given the same name, date of birth, and Social Security Number on the fellowship Information Form as on the GRE Registration Form.  Applicants need not request score reports from ETS.  In cases where an applicant for an NSF Fellowship has registered for the GRE using a different name, date of birth, or Social Security Number, the applicant should notify ORAU in writing at the time of submission of the fellowship application.  Note:  Scores from certain test administrations (other than the December 14 test) held on or after December 14, 1996, e.g., the Computer Based test or programs such as DANTES, may not be reported directly to ORAU unless the applicant who takes the GRE at such an administration submits a written notification to ORAU, giving the test date and location, as well as the name, date of birth, and Social Security Number given on the GRE Registration Form for the test.
