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In no more than two pages, describe your proposed plan of study or research for the period covered by this fellowship.  A listing of courses without a written statement is not sufficient.  It is important to present the plan with a clear hypothesis and/or questions to be asked by the research.  If you have not yet formulated a plan of study or research, state how you expect your program of study to further your educational objectives.  Be as specific as possible.  Indicate the general kinds of problems that interest you, and explain why as thoughtfully as you can.  The statement you present below should be reflective of your ability to think independently and creatively, and to write about your research or study plans accurately, thoughtfully, and concisely.   Reminder:  There is a two-page maximum.
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
