Supplemental Funding Opportunities for Current HSD PIs

(1) Research Experiences for Undergraduates
HSD will provide a limited amount of funding in FY 2006 for REU supplements to awards made under the FY 2004 and FY 2005 HSD competitions. Up to $6,000 per project (not per proposal) may be used to fund an REU supplement to an active HSD award. These REU supplements must conform to the usual REU supplement requirements. These supplement requests must be submitted by February 28, 2006. 

Note that the REU solicitation refers to both sites and supplements. HSD is only offering supplements.

Here is some of the information about REU supplements that you may find useful:

· Eligible Student Participants: Undergraduate student participants supported with NSF funds in either Supplements or Sites must be citizens or permanent residents of the United States or its possessions.

· REU projects involve students in meaningful ways in ongoing research programs or in research projects specially designed for the purpose.

· The REU program is a major contributor to the NSF goal of developing a diverse, internationally competitive, and globally engaged scientific and engineering workforce. It draws on the integration of research and education to attract a diversified pool of talented students into careers in science, engineering, and educational research related to these disciplines, and to help ensure that these students receive the best education possible.

(2) Collaborations with International Researchers

A new opportunity for international collaborations is now available.  NSF’s Directorate of Social, Behavioral, and Economic Sciences (SBE) has recently established a Framework of Cooperation with the Economic Social and Research Council (ESRC) in the United Kingdom. The Framework offers two pathways for HSD PIs – workshops and collaborative exchanges.  Funds are not intended to cover routine activities such as travel to conferences.  Before submitting a request, PIs should speak with Dr. Keith Crank (kcrank@nsf.gov) or Dr. Rachelle Hollander (rholland@nsf.gov).

NSF and ESRC aim to fund up to four joint workshops in 2006 at levels up to $25,000 US/ £14,000 each, subject to the availability of funds.  Requests should set out the meeting’s purpose and the outcomes the investigators expect, including possible longer-term collaborations.  Proposed meeting participants, with short curricula vitae, should be included, as should information about the organization of the meeting, including venue, timing, program and related matters, and costs (including travel, accommodation, and administrative arrangements). 

Collaborative exchanges support research through visits to the collaborators’ respective laboratories or field sites.  Active student participation is highly encouraged.  Partners may request up to $30,000 US/ £17,000 UK from their respective funders (NSF or ESRC), in order to support and promote such activities over an eighteen-month period. SBE and ESRC will provide support for up to 8 such collaborations.

SBE expects to come to similar agreements with other countries in the near future, and HSD will consider other international arrangements.
